Norms for financial support to the students for presenting papers in conferences in India

A. Institute sponsored PhD Research scholars (from their contingency grant):

· Maximum two conferences can be attended in a calendar year subjected to availability of contingency grant.
· A research scholar will be given the support provided he/she continues to be a student for at least three months after attending the conference.
· The scholar has to obtain an approval from competent authority before attending the conference and should submit settlement of financial assistance granted by the Institute (by listing all the expenses incurred in an orderly manner and duly enclosing all supporting documents) within ten days to the Academic Section.
· In case the purpose of the travel is for data collection/lab visit for conducting experiments, the scholar will be permitted to travel within India, subjected to availability of contingency grant, and the entitlements will be the same as that of conference travel within India.
B. Other Students:
1. Reimbursement will be made upto a maximum total claim of Rs 10,000 (in India) / Rs 25,000 (abroad).

2. Registration fee – Full amount shall be reimbursed subject to (1).
3. Travel expenses – The student will be eligible for journey by railways sleeper class by shortest route in India / economy class airfare for visits abroad.
