Introduction

1. Object:

i.  The exchange of faculty to the mutual
benefit of both institutions,

ii. Collaboration in teaching, research and
development, and consultancy studies in the field
of mutual interest, including geothermal research
and joint master program “Water quality and
Water treatment” within the framework of BRICS
Network University,

iii.  The exchange of academic materials and
publications,

iv. Conducting lectures, seminars,
conference,

V. Undertaking joint research,

vi.  Attachment of staff for purposes of

curriculum development and review, attendance
of course, upgrading of teaching and research
skills.

vii.  Participating in seminars, symposiums,
and other types of academic discussions,

viii.  Co-supervising post-graduate students
(PhD students),

ix.  Conducting
consultancy work.
A specific plan will be worked out each activity;
setting forth detailed arrangements for
collaboration will be agreed. The terms and
conditions for each visit or an assignment or such
exchange, including those concerning salary,
travel funding, health insurance, and housing will
be worked out between the institutes.

b. Student Exchanges
Student exchange activities (at undergraduate or
postgraduate level) cover visits to either
institution for any of the following purposes:

i.  Participating in research;
ii.  Participating in taught courses;
iii. Involvement in study tours;

The number of exchange students will not exceed
10 (ten) per semester. Exchange students will be
permitted to stay at the host university generally
for one academic term.

The home university/institute will screen and
select applicants from its university/institute for
the exchange program. The host
university/institution will reserve the right to
make the final judgment on the admissibility of
each student nominated for the exchange.

The university/institute will mutually approve the
student’s personal curriculum not later than 1
month before the program starts.

The host university/institute will provide the
exchange students with:

- academic fee waiver,

- access to university/institute facilities
(laboratories, libraries, halls, sport and culture
facilities),

- support in accommodation reservation,

- pick-up service upon arrival in Tomsk/
Durgapur,

- visa and registration support.

The Student pay for:

- travel expenses

- accommodation

- medical insurance

- visa and registration.

The student may apply for a scholarship, available
in institutions, to cover current expenses of
exchange program.

iii. to jointly organize short-term continuing
education programmes on topics of mutual
interest and to invite each other’s faculty to
participate therein,

iv. to organize jointly seminars, conference,
or workshops on topics of mutual interest and to
invite each other’s faculty to participate therein,

V. to propose and engage jointly in research
or training programmes sponsored by funding
agencies, and to invite each other’s faculty to
participate therein,

vi. to exchange, on a reciprocal basis,
students at Undergraduate, Graduate and
Doctoral levels for limited periods of time for
purpose of education and /or research.

vii. the provision of cultural and intellectual
enrichment opportunities for staff and students
of both institutes,

viii. to use laboratory facilities in specific
cases for a limited period,

ix. to permit students, staff and faculty
members to use library facility.

Both parties could consider collaboration in
developing Double-Degree Programs in future. In
this case the terms and conditions of its
implementation, interim and final assessment
shall be specified in a different agreement
(and/or appendices to this Agreement) and
carried out by each party in compliance with
applicable national laws
